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Dog Safety
Sadly, in the last couple of weeks we have received reports of a number of incidents involving dogs.

A dog was killed while off the lead within a local village, having ran out in to the road in front of an oncoming
vehicle. Please be vigilant with pets and ensure that they are safe at all times to prevent distressing incidents
like this.

In a separate incident, two dogs were destroyed by the owner of livestock after they attacked some sheep who
subsequently died. The dog owner was found and agreed to pay compensation.

Farmers are entitled to shoot dogs endangering sheep. No matter how confident you are that you dog will not
worry livestock ALWAYS put you dog on a lead whilst walking across fields where livestock may be being kept.
